	2.  What is the purpose of the site?


	First, look at URL 

.com= wants to sell you something

.gov=sponsored by the government 

.edu=sponsored by an academic institution

.org=sponsored by an organization, wants to sell an idea

Are they trying to inform or persuade you?

	3.  When was the site created and last updated?


	Usually located with a © copyright symbol or the words “Last Updated” at the bottom of the opening web page

	4.  Where does the information come from?


	Do they cite sources that they used or are there no references at all?

	5.  Why is the information useful for my purpose?


	Does it answer my thesis or researchable questions?

(     Efficient and Effective Searching on the Web     (
· Put in search terms that the search engine understands
· Put in specific terms first before you broaden them out
· If you have a name, type it in quotations
· When you get your “hit list”, before clicking on anything, browse the list to see if any of them make sense to you first
· Wikipedia will probably come up first… avoid using because there is little to no quality control on this site.  Anyone can edit the information on this site.
· If you have two sites with conflicting information, go to another source (print or online) to verify.
· Use the internet to find more in-depth information to complement the print sources.
